1.  Welcome:  Linda Giel called meeting to order 6:35 pm
2.  Approval of Minutes:  Barbara Siebert moved to approve the minutes, Mary Wigley seconded the motion.  Minutes were unanimously approved.
3.  Treasurers Report: Jenny Donahoo – This month we will review projected yearly budget and factor in the conference results.  We will present the budget for approval at next meeting.  We are waiting for some invoices from the District to finalize the conference profits.   Even though we do not have the final numbers, it looks like we came in a little under our projections for the conference which may affect certain programs/items come year end.   We are still collecting donations from students as well.
4.  Fundraiser Report: Bonnie Leventhal and Leane Kahrs – We have had success with our restaurant fundraisers - $220.00 from Souplantation and Café Rio earned $179 with considerably fewer people.  We sold 933 raffle tickets at the conference for a total of $1,825 of which half went to general fund and half went to the participating students’ accounts.  
· Current Fundraisers – See’s Candies, not very popular this year, very few students participated.  Entertainment Books will still be available for a short time more, cost is $35 with $7 going to student’s accounts.  We will be sending back unsold Entertainment Books soon to close out this fundraiser.  Carl’s Jr. books still available for $5 each, $4 goes back to the students’ accounts.
· Additional ideas – Some members asked if we can hold a multi-family yard sale at THS.  Linda Giel said this could be a possibility as other groups have used the parking lot for their sales.
· Upcoming Fundraisers – nothing to report
5.  Advisors Report:
· High Tech HS – Mr. Jones – We took 29 students, and won 5 best delegates, plus another 7-8 additional awards.  They were a strong group who had something to prove.  Mr. Jones challenged them to prove their abilities to him which lit a fire.  Some of the committees were relatively small.  Impressive performance.
· San Diego Conference – this is the one travel conference for freshmen and will be at the end of the year.  Details to follow in upcoming months.
· Upcoming Conferences 
· Mission Viejo, January 14-15.  We have 50 students going, 25 Novice and 25 Advanced.  Papers must be submitted by Friday January 6th.   
· Laguna Hills, February 25
· El Toro, March 24-25
· Freshmen are recommended to attend Novice conferences in the first semester.  For those students who wish to continue in the program, it is expected they will attend 4 conferences a year.
· Upcoming Trips – New York.  We have 18 students going and we budgeted well enough that they can include the meals.  The parent meeting for this trip was also held on January 3rd.
· European trip – February 27 through March 9.  England and Ireland.  Plans are almost complete.
6.   THS Conference: Mary & Marty Wigley
· Conference Recap – Mary Wigley, very grateful for all the help and volunteers.  It went well, very few issues.  Mary was very pleased with the results.  Our students were very professional and the parents were very helpful.  Linda Levine – we received a very nice letter from the Prague advisors saying how much they and the students enjoyed their stays with the host families.  They said the experience was very memorable and special.  They have invited us to their 2013 conference.
7.   Scrip Program: Barbara Siebert – The scrip program is an opportunity for you to raise money for the program and your student.  The funds raised can be used for general donations and toward your student’s travel accounts.  There are several payment options available.   Instructions have been emailed to all MUN families.  You can order via the paper order forms, order online and send in payment by check, or you can order online and make your payment with the money being deducted directly from your bank account (easiest option for MUN).  The online orders provide easy visibility for Barbara to track orders, and Patty in the front office is helping keep track of the program.  Some of the perks:  you can make many instant purchases online, pay and print a paper “scrip” voucher.  We encourage everyone to go on the website and check out the program and support MUN.  Check the order forms regularly as percentages can change.  For this month, orders due January 24th, and the scrip will be distributed no later than the February booster meeting.
8.   Old Business:  UN Member flags – we are still selling country flags and we have flyers for purchasing.  We have sold approximately 50 of the 192 countries so far but we need to get the word out.  It was suggested that we need to send a request to all alumni.  It was also suggested that we contact Mr. Blackmore to see if we can add a donor scroll to the main THS website, Linda Giel said she would contact him.  Price of flags is $50.  
9.   New Business:  Mr. Waldram recently approved a new website (www.everypenny.com).  We can set up a donation campaign, for instance the Member country flags, and we can track donations, etc.   More details to come.
10.  Banquet – since the banquet is a non-mandatory event, we can require attendees to pay.  In the past, Mr. Blackmore capped the cost at $20.00 per person, and it must take place before June 1.  We will try to keep it at Orange Hill but will evaluate once the budget is prepared next month.  Invitations will be emailed instead of mailed this year.
